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Abstract:

This work is based on a premise that, in our opinion, is likely to be true, which is that spiritual
tendencies do not arise in isolation from social chemistry interactions, nor are their formations
determined in isolation from social dilemmas, but rather their transformations result from contradictions

within societies and groups. We seek to prove this hypothesis by analyzing the factors that lead to the

multiplicity and diversity of Sufi orders, despite their followers' acknowledgment that every era has one
pole, by examining the cultural frameworks and circumstantial motives that guide the orders’
reproduction.

In this way, we work with two models from the reality of Tariga Sufism whose experiences we
appreciate are rich and enables us to clarify what is between the social requirement and the spiritual
level of dialectical interactions, namely the Tijani model and the Shadhili model also, we focus our work
on two axes, one of which is the contexts of the emergence of the orders and their branches, and the

second is the statements of those affiliated with them. In issues closely related to the phenomenon of
: reproduction, and among those issues is the issue of polarity in particular.
